l. Introduction

Queen’s University is committed to ensuring that those products which are licensed to bear the University
trademark are produced in an ethical manner, consistent with international labour standards. The Queen's
University Code of Conduct is acknowledged as being the first step in this process.

Il. Notice

This Code shall apply to all trademark licensees of Queen’s University. Throughout this Code the term
“licensee” shall include all persons or entities that have entered a written licensing agreement with the
University to manufacture products bearing the name, trademarks and/or images of the University.
Additionally, this Code shall apply to all of the licensee's contractors.

Throughout this Code the term "contractor” shall include each contractor, subcontractor, vendor, or
manufacturer that has not entered into a relationship with the University but provides services to be used,
sold, or distributed by or on behalf of the University.

As a condition of being permitted to produce and/or sell licensed products bearing the name, trademarks
and/or images of the University, each licensee must comply with this Code and ensure that its contractors
comply with this Code.
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
