COURSE OVERVIEW

Markets are everywhere. From buying groceries at the supermarket to the complex financial instruments that
led to the Great Recession, markets are fundamental to the organization of everyday life. This is truer now than
ever, with the expansion of market logics into new areas of life from systems of care (social programs, long-
