In Canadian cities, a new vision of urban transportation is emerging which emphasizes 

transit, cycling and walking as modes of transportation while relegating the automobile to 

playa more balanced role. The implementation of the plans and policies containing this 

vision is expected to take some time as land-use patterns change, new automobile pricing 

structures are implemented, and attitudes change. One way to ex.::tmine the emergence of 

new urban transportation trends is to examine the implementation of some of the 

initiatives. While walking, cycling, and transit are not expected to be dominant modes of 

transportation in their own right, the integration of cycling and transit has the potential to 

serve low-density, suburban areas with alternative transportation. 

There are two ways to integrate cycling and transit, permitting and facilitating bicycles to 

be carried on public transit vehicles, and providing secure bicycle storage at transit stops. 

Only the latter, called "bike-and-ride", has been studied in detaiL There are precedents for 

integrating bicycles and transit in Europe and Japan where substantial proportions of 

commuters use bike-and-ride in a transportation system which is economically, 
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The major lessons learned from the study are policy and implementation factors which 

affect decision making processes in implementing bike-and-ride, and in physical factors 

which affect bike-and-ride usage rates. Ottawa and Toronto, though existing policies 

support and encourage the idea of bike-and-ride, have few facilities to provide high 

security bicycle parking, and consequently are subject to low levels ofbike-and-ride 

behavior.
