1. Examination Committees in the Humanities 
 
1.1. Membership and Convening of Committees:  
 
The supervisor, in consultation with the Head of the Department, shall nominate members for the 
Master’s Oral Thesis Examining Committee and propose a date, time and place for the 
examination. The supervisor must obtain commitments to serve as examiners from those he/ she 
nominates for the committee. The applicable departmental form is completed and signed by the 
supervisor and the Head of the Department.
