Ensuring graduates have 
attained the skills and qualifications required for their programs requires promoting and upholding 
academic integrity at various levels. This document provides information on evaluating academic 
integrity at two macro and micro levels for program reviews.

Providing and communicating clear 
program outcomes and course outcomes is one of the ways to increase the trust among 
instructors and students (ICAI, 3rd ed. 2021). 

• Are the course and program outcomes clear to understand? 
• Are the measurement tools used for evaluating the outcomes mentioned? 

Evaluations that promote academic integrity 

Are the evaluations aligned with the recommendations for assessments to promote academic 
integrity? For example, breaking down significant assessments into small ones promotes academic
