Gather together as
many different balls as you can that vary in size and mass. Try the timing test with all of them.
What do you think will happen? Make a graph or chart to show results.

Bonus: A player hit a pop fy which went straight up and was in the air for 7.5 seconds.
Use the same chart to ¥nd out the speed of the ball.
